Modern Colors

An increasing number of private individuals, developers and public institutions are demanding floor coverings with expressive designs, high performance, economic value and environmentally-friendly qualities. Linoleum meets all these requirements, and is enjoying resurgence in popularity among a new generation of floor buyers. By introducing bright, new color trends, Armstrong has given its modern flooring a fresh and unique look. The totally redesigned linoleum collection offers an impressively wide palette of 131 modern colors. This creates unlimited design possibilities for the seven established Armstrong product lines Marmorette, Linorette, Colorette, LinoArt Star, Granette, Uni Walton and Linodur. Armstrong has attractive, economical, and environmentally-friendly flooring solutions for every environment, from healthcare centers, spas, doctors' offices and retirement homes, to schools, kindergartens and universities, to offices, commercial settings and residential areas, including living rooms, bedrooms, kitchens and foyers.

The current linoleum collection from the manufacturer in Bietigheim, Germany features a modern and international design. In developing the collection, Armstrong consulted a large number of European architects for their color and design preferences. Major contributions to the new color collection also came from the Italian design and architecture firm Studio Dal Lago, one of the leading European creative studios for color research and analysis. Based on its extensive color database, Dal Lago created independent color schemes for each product. Unique colors give the various lines their own distinctive character. At the same time, the tone spectrum has been designed to make it easy to coordinate individual colors.

The Classics: Marmorette, Linorette, Uni Walton

Marmorette comes in 60 colors, creating a new dimension in color diversity. Never before has a single elastic floor covering been offered in such a wide array of colors. Marmorette features the same proven classic design with fine, uniform marbling characteristics. It is now available in all color tones and in 2.5 mm gauge, opening up a wide range of possible uses to meet every taste and design challenge. The expressive color names alone, including Leaf Green, Sahara Yellow, Hazelnut, Chinchilla, Brown Beer, Sunset Orange, Saphir Blue, and Polar Grey, are enough to inspire creative designs with this extremely popular product from Armstrong. Marmorette is also available in 2.0 mm gauge in 24 colors, and 3.2 mm in 36 colors. This patterned floor covering, which does an outstanding job of concealing dirt, can also be purchased as Marmorette Acoustic, an impact sound absorbing composite made of korkment and linoleum that comes in 10 colors. Armstrong offers the conductive flooring version Marmorette LCH in two different colors.

Linorette features a marbling combination of five different individual colors that – when seen from a distance – merge together to create an accent color that vividly contrasts with the background tone. For the current collection, the palette of background tones has been expanded to 12 colors, including River Blue, Gras Green, Purple Haze, Oak Brown and Milky Blue. At the same time, the individual colors of the line have been designed with more pronounced contrasts, giving Linorette a decidedly impressionistic flair. The floor covering is available in 2.5 mm gauge.

Uni Walton is the traditional linoleum floor from Armstrong, named after the man who invented linoleum, Frederick Walton. Uni Walton is a basic, monochromatic floor for pure and elegant spatial effects. The 14 solid colors meet the highest aesthetic requirements, especially the new deep tones with their remarkably stylish appearance and ability to conceal dirt. Uni Walton is also fascinating when combined with a variety of tones, including Pompeji Red, Midnight Blue, Rocky Grey and Rust. All colors in the line are available in two gauges (2.5 mm and 3.2 mm).

Stylish Lines: Colorette, LinoArt Star, Granette

Colorette is definitely the trendsetter from Armstrong. In fact, the name says it all: Colorette has the most vivid colors of all the lines in the new Armstrong linoleum collection, including Azure Blue, Cherry Bloom, Banana Yellow, Deep Lilac and Pirate Black. The current line with its 18 bright colors focuses primarily on fresh tones that produce astonishingly intensive effects on the floor. Despite its striking color effects, the fine sprinkling on the linoleum gives Colorette a subtle pattern that makes it a real alternative for lovers of solid color flooring. Armstrong offers Colorette in two gauges (2.5 mm and 3.2 mm).

With LinoArt Star, Armstrong has succeeded in creating a unique, innovative line with an important breakthrough – the first linoleum ever produced with clear-cut chips. Sprinkled chips with contrasting colors create a clear pattern, and the flooring is uniformly non-directional. Until recently, linoleum manufacturing processes only allowed flowing designs. During the production of LinoArt Star, however, the chips sprinkled into the linoleum compound retain their distinct form. Bright and tasteful pastel tones characterize the current collection with 12 colors, including Ocean Blue, Galaxy Grey, Vanilla, Milkshake, Mocca, Whipped Crème and Pale Lemon. This 2.5 mm gauge linoleum features chips of various sizes in three contrasting colors that effectively stand out against the solid-colored background.

Granette is highly recommended for public areas. It has a cool and aesthetic appeal, with a striking pattern inspired by the natural look of granite. The 6 different shades of gray range from off-white to a rich, dark gray that is almost black: Speckled White, Light Stone, Rhino Grey, Zebra Grey, Graphite Grey and Coal Black offer an appealing array of elegant nuances. Special effects are achieved by combining Granette with the Uni Walton line. Granette is available in 2.5 mm gauge.

Extremely Durable: Linodur

Linodur is without a doubt the most durable linoleum flooring made by Armstrong. Originally Linodur was developed for industrial uses. However, this extremely hard-wearing 4.0 mm gauge linoleum is also ideal for other areas where floors are subject to heavy use: in schools, kindergartens, universities, and all types of recreational facilities. Linodur offers 9 bright colors that create a variety of design possibilities, including Stony Brown, Peach Orange, Avocado Green, Lava Red, Straw Yellow, and Spring Blue. For areas that demand conductive flooring, Linodur is available in two colors in LCH quality.

Borders, Border Arrangements and Inlays

Armstrong supports the design ideas of developers and architects with a large portfolio of borders, border arrangements and standard inlays. All borders and inlays were specially designed or modified for the current linoleum collection and offer optimal design and color solutions for a wide range of requirements. A broad selection of motifs and forms meets virtually every demand. And for those who want something very special, Armstrong can easily create individual designs in linoleum, including logos and coats of arms, manufactured and laid with precision to create an eye-catcher for any building.

World of Colors

For the introduction of the collection in September 2004, Armstrong will also present a new booklet that is designed as a planning tool and tailored to the needs of architects, interior designers and interior decorators. It is modeled on the new tone spectrum, highlights contemporary and future trends, and introduces a wide range of potential combinations.
